Summer School Course: Strategic Marketing

We currently offer one full-time four week summer school course in Strategic Marketing with all lectures and classes taking place at our South Kensington campus.
This course is full-time, intensive and academically rigorous and consists of 72 direct hours of contact time (lectures and classes). Students are expected to undertake a further 100 hours of private study including group assignments and exam preparation

Due to the intensive nature of the course, students spend a full day on campus from Monday to Thursday with lectures generally in the morning followed by an afternoon class. There are no formal lectures or classes on Friday (except in week 1) or the weekend.

Prerequisites: None 
This course has a strong focus on strategy and technology. It develops fundamental marketing principles in a strategic context. Lectures and classes explore the leading edge of digital media, e-commerce, global branding and marketing analytics. The course has a strong emphasis on real-life case studies to give a true understanding of contemporary strategic marketing practice.

The course also includes group assignments where you are will be challenged to put theory into practice.

This course is paperless and all course materials will be delivered in electronic format. As a result students are advised to have their own laptop or tablet. 

Text: All course materials will be provided. You will receive a pre-course recommended reading list.

Lectures: 48 hours

Classes:  24 hours

Assessment: Final written examination (70%), plus group assignment (30%)

Entry requirements

Undergraduate academic achievement

This course is open to undergraduates, postgraduates and working professionals. To qualify you must currently be studying towards a degree or have been awarded a degree from a recognised university. 

Students will be selected on the basis of both academic achievement and suitability for the programme, as indicated in your personal statement and CV. 

You may also be eligible to attend the Summer School if you are a working professional without an undergraduate degree but can show through your personal statement and CV how you would benefit from our Strategic Marketing Summer School. 

English language requirement

There are three ways to satisfy our English language requirements if you are a non-native English speaker:

1. If you are a non-native English speaker but are currently studying for (or have completed) a first degree taught in English within the following countries then you meet the English requirement automatically: Australia, Canada, Guyana, Ireland, New Zealand, South Africa, United Kingdom, United States of America, West Indies. This applies only to degrees that are awarded by a university in the relevant country. 

2. If you have taken university courses taught in English (excluding English language courses) you may meet our English proficiency requirements without the need to submit a test certificate. You will need to provide evidence with your application of the university courses taught in English you have studied – this evidence can be included on your transcript or by submitting a letter with your application from your university indicating the courses you have completed taught in English. 3. Non-native English speakers who have not completed, or are not currently studying for, a university degree taught in English are required to pass an English language test. The tests and required grades are outlined in the list below. 

To satisfy English language test requirements, we require one of the following:

· GCSE, IGCSE, GCE ‘O’ Level or equivalent at grade B. 

· Cambridge Certificate of Proficiency in English (CPE) at grade B 

· IELTS (Academic Test): A minimum score of 6.5 with a score of 6.0 or better in the written section and 6.0 or better in the speaking section. 

· TOEFL Internet: A minimum score of 85 overall, including a minimum of 22 in the written section and a minimum of 23 in the speaking section. 

· International Baccalaureate (IB) English at grade 5 (either Subsidiary or Higher). 

· European Baccalaureate English at grade 6.5 in the final examination. 

· International Option of the French Baccalaureat (OIB) English at grade 12 in the final examination. 

· Malaysian Certificate of Education (Sijil Pelajaran Malaysia) Grade A in English Language 

· Singapore Integrated Programme Cambridge A Levels (SIPCAL)
